This document serves as an agreement between the parties described above:

__________________________________,hereafter referred to as “Buyer”, and Terry Jenkins, hereafter referred to as “Breeder.” The Buyer hereby agrees to the purchase of the dog described below, hereafter referred to as “Dog” with the Breeder for the sum of $____________  and further agrees to adhere to all stipulations of this contract.

General

1. The Dog described above is a purebred Boston Terrier, eligible for registration with the American Kennel Club, and the information provided about this dog’s identity is accurate to the best knowledge of the Breeder.

2. The Breeder reserves the right to name the Dog, and the prefix of “BoJenx” will be included in the registered name of the Dog.  The call name of the Dog is at the discretion of the Buyer.

Co-Ownership

3. The sales agreement hereby entered into by both the Buyer and the Breeder is a

co-ownership agreement. The Buyer will be listed as primary owner, with the Breeder as secondary owner on the Dog’s AKC registration. Co-ownership will be relinquished by Breeder upon the receipt of a copy of the Dog’s AKC championship title certificate. Upon release of 

co-ownership, the remaining terms of the contract are still in effect for the life of the Dog.

4. This co-ownership is for an intact animal. The buyer agrees not to have the Dog

neutered for any reason without written permission from the Breeder beforehand.

Health

5. The Dog has been examined thoroughly by a licensed veterinarian and has received the appropriate vaccinations and worming as noted in the Health Record provided to the Buyer at the time of sale. The Dog has been found to be in good health and free from diagnosable illnesses and/or defects at the time of sale. Additionally, a CERF eye test has been completed.  The results of these examinations will be provided to the Buyer at the time of sale.

6. The Buyer will be provided with a recommended vaccination protocol to be used

on the Dog. The Buyer agrees to share these guidelines with his/her veterinarian, and to have the vet follow the vaccination recommendations. The Buyer acknowledges that failure to follow this vaccination protocol may result in adverse reactions to vaccination, and that any health problems resulting from such reactions due to a failure to follow the recommended vaccination protocol will not be covered by the Health Guarantee.                                          
7. The Buyer agrees to have the Dog examined by a licensed veterinarian within

three (3) days of the date of purchase. If an illness or other health defect, is found by the veterinarian within that time, the Buyer will provide a written diagnosis from the examining veterinarian to the Breeder. The Breeder may request a second diagnosis to confirm the first diagnosis. The Buyer then has the option of returning the dog for a full refund or keeping the dog and treating the illness/defect at the Buyer’s expense. 

8. The Dog is a result of a breeding program that strives to produce puppies free of genetic defects. However, due to the complex nature of the development of these disorders, a full guarantee against them cannot be made. The Dog is guaranteed against genetic defects including congenital deafness, eye defects, patella luxation, and any other defects determined to be genetic in origin, up to the age of 24 months. If, prior to the age of 24 months, the Dog is found to have a defect that is conclusively determined to be genetic in origin, the Dog can be returned to the Breeder for a replacement puppy of comparable value from an upcoming litter. Shipping of the original puppy back to the Breeder, and shipping of the replacement puppy to the Buyer will be at the expense of the Buyer. If the Buyer chooses to keep the Dog, the Breeder will refund 50% of the purchase price in no more than two equal monthly payments, and all expenses related to treating the defect will be the sole responsibility of the Buyer. No replacement puppy will be given.
9. The Buyer agrees to have the Dog’s patella’s examined by a qualified veterinarian between the ages of 12 and 18 months and to submit these results to OFA for evaluation. The Buyer further agrees to provide copies of the OFA results to the Breeder. The Buyer also agrees to have the dog’s eyes checked by an ACVO certified veterinary ophthalmologist yearly while the Dog remains intact, and to submit these results to CERF for registration. The Buyer agrees to provide a copy of the results of all eye examinations to the Breeder.

Temperament

10. The Breeder certifies that the Dog has been properly socialized prior to sale, and

demonstrates no temperament defects (aggression, extreme shyness, etc.) at the time of purchase.

11. To ensure the maintenance of proper temperament, the Buyer agrees to properly socialize the Dog in a manner that will instill confidence in the Dog when presented with new situations.

Care and Maintenance

12. The Dog will reside permanently with the Buyer, and the Buyer will be responsible for providing all routine care and maintenance of the dog. All expenses incurred while caring for the Dog will be the responsibility of the Buyer.

13. The Buyer agrees to provide appropriate food, water, shelter and veterinary care through out the lifetime of the dog. The Buyer has been provided with guidelines for care and feeding of this dog, and agrees to follow these guidelines.

14. The Buyer agrees that the Dog will not at any time be tethered, tied, or chained in a yard or other location. The Buyer also agrees to keep the dog in a securely fenced yard or other enclosure, and/or on leash while outside, and will not allow the dog to be outside unaccompanied in an unenclosed area at any time.  Excessive heat and cold cannot be tolerated by brachycephalic  breeds, and care must be taken to keep the Dog from either of these conditions at all times. 

15. The Buyer further agrees that the Dog will not be kept exclusively outside in a yard or kennel, but will be allowed to spend most of it’s time in the house with human companionship.  Our puppies are bred, first and foremost, to be loved and cherished as the wonderful companions that they are, and showing/breeding is secondary to their treatment as a beloved family member.
Showing/Competition/Titles

16. The Dog is being sold as a show/breeding prospect. The Dog at the time of sale is free from any major faults and shows promise of being able to complete an AKC breed championship. While at this time, the Dog appears to be show quality in the opinion of the Breeder, many things can change as a puppy matures. Therefore, there is no guarantee that the Dog will complete a championship or be breedable as an adult. The Buyer agrees that he/she is purchasing the Dog primarily as a companion, and will treat the Dog as such throughout its lifetime, regardless of its ultimate showing/breeding ability.

17. The Buyer agrees to show the Dog to its AKC championship. The Buyer may show the Dog him/herself, or may utilize the services of a professional handler. All expenses related to showing the Dog will be the responsibility of the Buyer. The Breeder will assist in showing the dog with no handling/boarding fees, if the Dog is sent to the Breeder at Buyer’s expense. Entry fees will be at the expense of the Buyer. If it is determined that the Dog is not show quality by the time it is two years of age, after being evaluated by two professional handlers, one handler of which is chosen by the Breeder, the Buyer will be released from any obligation to continue showing the dog upon proof of the Dog being neutered. 

18. The Buyer is encouraged to participate in activities beyond conformation showing with the Dog. To encourage such participation, the Breeder agrees to give the Buyer a rebate in the sum of $25.00 per title earned for the first title earned in each of the following performance areas: competition obedience, agility, rally obedience, or any other performance area approved by the breeder. Rebates will be paid upon submission of a copy of the title certificate awarded by AKC to the Breeder.

Breeding

19. The Dog is being sold as a breeding prospect, which means that in the Breeder’s opinion the Dog, at the time of sale, shows promise of being worthy of being bred as an adult. Due to changes which can occur as a dog matures, and the necessity of health clearances being obtained prior to breeding, no guarantee is made that as an adult the Dog will be breeding quality.
20. Prior to breeding the Dog, the Buyer agrees that the following conditions will be met:

A. The Dog must have completed an American Kennel Club championship. 

B. The Dog must have patella’s certified “Normal” by OFA registration.

C. The Dog must have eyes examined by an ACVO diplomat veterinary ophthalmologist and certified free of any hereditary eye diseases by CERF within one year prior to breeding taking place, and results registered with CERF and OFA.

D. The Dog must have passed it’s BAER hearing examination, with results registered with OFA.

E. The Dog must have correct temperament and exhibit no aggression or excessive shyness.

F. The Dog will only be bred to quality bitches, with current health clearances, including BAER, CERF, and Patella examinations certified by OFA. The Bitch owner must agree that any of the offspring of the Dog that is not placed as a show prospect will be sold on limited AKC registration only, with a spay/neuter contract.

21. The Buyer agrees to allow the Breeder to use the Dog at stud free of charge on any females owned, co-owned, or leased by the Breeder. All expense of shipping the Breeder’s bitch to be bred, or veterinary expenses for breeding by Artificial Insemination will be paid for by the Breeder.

Contact with the Breeder

22. The Buyer agrees to maintain contact with the Breeder throughout the life of the Dog by providing updates about the Dog to the Breeder by phone, e-mail, or mail.

23. The Buyer also agrees to provide the Breeder with a current address, and to inform the Breeder each time the Buyer’s address or other contact information may change.

24. The Breeder agrees to provide the Buyer with up-to-date contact information, and also to be available to offer assistance and answer questions as desired by the Buyer.

Re-homing the Dog

25. This Dog is being sold with the intention of providing companionship to the buyer(s) for the rest of the Dog’s natural life. The Buyer will not sell, lease, or give the Dog away at any time in the Dog’s life without notification to and permission of the Breeder. If at any time while the Dog is co-owned, the Buyer becomes unable or unwilling to keep the Dog, the Buyer agrees to inform the Breeder immediately and to return the Dog to the Breeder. At that time the Buyer will sign over ownership of the Dog to the Breeder. If for any reason the Buyer cannot keep the Dog after the terms of the co-ownership have been fulfilled, the Buyer agrees to return the Dog to the Breeder to be re-homed or to allow Breeder to assist in finding an approved home.  If the Dog is returned to the Breeder to be re-homed, any proceeds from the sale of the Dog will be refunded to the Buyer, less any expenses incurred during the time the Breeder is keeping the Dog to be re-homed. The Dog is not to be placed with a third party, rescue organization, or animal shelter under any circumstances. No refund of the purchase price will be provided upon the return of the Dog to the breeder outside the conditions set forth in this contract. All expense of returning the Dog to the Breeder is the responsibility of the Buyer.
Violation of the Contract

26. By signing below, the Buyer agrees that he/she has read and understands the foregoing

and agrees that this contract constitutes a binding agreement. Both the Buyer and the

Breeder agree to adhere to the terms of this contract. The Buyer also acknowledges

receipt of a copy of this contract. 

I, _______________________ hereby understand and agree to all the terms and conditions set forth in this contract. I understand this contract is enforceable under current American Kennel Club rules regarding Contracts and Registration Matters. I understand that failure to comply with this contract as written will result in permanent loss of the right to have the Puppy registered in my/our name(s). If either party is forced to take legal action to enforce any part of this contract, action shall be in the State and County of the Breeder's residence, Freestone County, Texas.  Any legal fees and court cost shall be the responsibility of the party found to be at fault.
